Description of Rotation:

This is a two-week block outpatient/inpatient experience with direct supervision by a board-certified otolaryngologist.
Supplemental longitudinal learning in the FMP supervised by Family Physician Faculty is also expected.

Overall Goals of ENT Rotation:

The main goal of the ENT rotation is to provide residents with experience in outpatient management, admission,
evaluation, treatment and interaction with subspecialty physicians of pediatric and adult patients. The resident will
become familiar with the following goals:

e Qutpatient management of common illnesses, pathology and complaints presenting to otolaryngology specialists

e Guidelines for elective tonsillectomy, adenoidectomy, and placement of pneumonotomy tubes

e Observation of appropriate physical exam tactics on the nasopharynx, oropharynx and sinuses.

e Review the latest research regarding care of critically ill adult medicine patients

e Understand and appreciate methods of evaluation and treatment of patients presenting to an ENT clinic for care

from the point of view of Board Certified Otolaryngologist.

otolaryngology while integrating evidence-based medicine and local standards of care
